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Presidents Corner Continued... 
Their Newsletter identified a number of issues that 

the authors felt the Board had misrepresented in 

the Survey that was given to residents with the 

March Associationôs Newsletter.  Needless to say, 

this was a spirited discussion.  An attempt was 

made by the Board to address and further clarify 

the points in contention. A three-page response 

was made available to those in attendance with 

copies being available at the Clubhouse for those 

unable to attend. 
 

Additionally, the Common Area and Pathway Sur-

vey was only a survey, not a deciding vote.  In ret-

rospect, the Boardôs information did not address in 

detail the very significant liability issues associ-

ated with now owning and retaining these proper-

ties. The results of the survey are: 53%  in favor of 

retaining the areas, 43% to deed them to the 

Township and 6% to retain ownership, but having 

the Township maintain the areas.   
 

It should have been highlighted that other Villages 

deeded to the Township over 1,200 parcels of land 

effective January 1, 2010.  The primary reason for 

this was the Villagesô desire to rid themselves of 

the liability issue. 
 

In July of each year, Windsor Hills residents cast 

votes for Board members. This July, it will include 

ballot opportunities to vote to keep or deed those 

areas to The Township.  The Board will endeavor 

to include all information regarding the different 

options, with the pros and cons of each.

Landscape 

If you didnôt attend Marchôs Garden Club Meeting, 

you missed some of the best advice on how to con-

trol weeds. The guest speaker was Mike Barnet of 

A-Perm-O-Green Lawn, Inc. His advice: ñWhen 

you water, apply one inch and donôt water again 

until it is really necessary.ò Deep watering will es-

tablish a proper growing environment for your 

grass and the grass will be healthy which will keep 

the weeds out. 
 

Run your irrigation system at its current setting. 

Use cans to collect the water in various areas and 

measure the amount of water collected. Assume 

each station is set for 15 minutes and each can has 

collected 1/4 inch of water. That means it would 

take one hour to get one inch of water. 
 

Your next challenge is to get it into the soil. This is 

achieved by watering in intervals. Interval watering 

applies a portion of the needed water, allowing it to 

soak in, and then applying more. Interval watering 

minimizes run off and pushes the water and your 

root system deeper into the soil.  
 

Interval watering will work for any sprinkler 

method. Stations with stationary heads usually take 

10 to 20 minutes for one inch of water. Stations 

with rotary heads take at least 45 to 60 minutes 

This is a general rule. It is important to find out 

what your system delivers. St. Augustine grass 

only takes one inch of water a week to be healthy 

and look great.

A. The pool company does the heavi-

est cleaning on Monday.  Due to 

the chemicals used in cleaning, it is recom-

mended to wait until 2 PM. 
 

Q. Are there additional fees when a guest attends a 

Clubhouse class  besides the guest fee? 
 

A.  Yes.  All guests must pay a $3 guest fee and 

       also pay the fee of the class.
