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The monthly meeting began with a 

short video clip highlighting the 

new projector, Blue-Ray DVD 

player, screen and surround-sound 

system.  Installation is nearly com-

plete, with the exception of the cor-

rect screen. However, even with the 

current screen, all agreed the system 

is improved. The sound system is 

really impressive and itôs recom-

mended you attend the next movie.  
 

Last November, the Board con-

tracted with a professional firm to 

study the acoustics of the Ballroom.  

The primary concern is the high 

level of noise that is created during 

social events resulting in the inabil-

ity to carry on conversations. The 

findings of the study concluded that 

it would cost about $30,000 to im-

prove the facility, with no guaran-

tees.  The Board has made the deci-

sion not to move ahead with any of 

that work.    
 

The majority of the items on the 

agenda were as follows: Myrtis 

covered a number of  activities that 

are in the works; Elaine summa-

rized a few landscaping tasks that 

will be done around the Clubhouse 

and pool area; and Paul gave an up-

date on Windsor Hillsô interface 

with the Township and College 

Park.  Progress on the selection of the 

security cameras is still underway.  

What seemed like an easy task has 

proven to be very difficult.  The hope 

is these issues can be resolved and 

cameras installed within the next 

month.  Also, plans for the installation 

of four additional  lights in the parking 

lot are underway.  
 

Board Elections:  At the mid-month 

Board working session, attention was 

focused on the upcoming election tak-

ing place on July 28. The outcomes 

will be announced at the Annual meet-

ing on July 29.  Last year, the decision 

was made by homeowners that the 

number of Board positions be reduced 

from nine to seven. This year, four of 

the seven positions are open. By this 

time, homeowners will have received 

information from AMI requesting in-

formation from candidates who wish 

to become a member of the Board.  

The deadline to submit a candidate 

application for board membership 

has been extended from  June 1, to 

June 14.  All applications must be 

submitted either by mail or fax to 

AMI by that date, June 14. Peggy 

Selber is working on that project and 

will be arranging events to introduce 

candidates to residents.

Notes From Your Nerd

Consumer Reports: Social Networking 

Poses Serious Risks 

In case you aren't already convinced, 

what you post on your favorite social network could 

come back to haunt you -- in the form of cybercrime 

victimization. In fact, 9 percent of social network us-

ers experienced some form of abuse within the past 

year, such as malware infections, scams, identity theft 

or harassment, according to Consumer Reports. 
 

With social networking use nearly doubling in the past 

year alone, opportunities for online crime are also ex-

panding. In fact, according to Consumer Reports' lat-

est "State of the Net" survey, 52 percent of adult social 

network users have posted personal information such 

as their full birth date. This is behavior, the magazine 

says, that increases the risk of victimization. 
 

"Many people use social networking sites to share per-

sonal information and photos with their friends 

quickly and easily," said Jeff Fox, technology editor 

for Consumer Reports. "However, there are serious 

risks involved which can be lessened by using privacy 

controls offered by the sites." 
 

Risky Social Business 

Despite media attention over the risk of sharing per-

sonal information on social networks, Consumer Re-

ports' survey reveals that 38 percent of users post in-

formation such as a full birth date -- month, date, and 

year.  
 

Another 21 percent post photos of children, 13 percent 

post children's names, and 8 percent post home street 

address. People who do these things are especially 

vulnerable to becoming victims of costly abuse. Con-

sumer Reports estimates that Americans have lost $4.5 

billion over the past two years and including replacing 

2.1 million computers compromised by malware. 
 

Staying Socially Safe 

Consumer Reports offers some tips on avoiding cyber-

crime victimization on social networks, such as using 

stronger passwords. The magazine recommends void-

ing simple names or words that can be found in the 

dictionary and mixing upper and lower case letters 

with numbers and symbols. Also, by avoiding listing 

the full birth date, consumers can help ward off iden-

tity thieves.  

How to Dispose of Unused  

Medicines 
Is your medicine cabinet filled with 

expired drugs or medications you 

no longer use?  How should you 

dispose of them? 
 

Guidelines for Drug Disposal 
The Food and Drug Administration (FDA) worked 

with the White House Office of National Drug Con-

trol Policy (ONDCP) to develop the first consumer 

guidance for proper disposal of prescription drugs. 

Issued by ONDCP in February 2007, the federal 

guidelines are summarized here: 

Å Follow any specific disposal instructions on the 

drug label or patient information that accompanies 

the medication. Do not flush prescription drugs 

down the toilet unless this information specifically 

instructs you to do so. 

Å If no instructions are given, throw the drugs in the 

household trash, but first: 

Å Take them out of their original containers and mix 

them with an undesirable substance, such as used 

coffee grounds or kitty litter. The medication will be 

less appealing to children and pets, and unrec-

ognizable to people who may intentionally go 

through your trash. 

Å Put them in a sealable bag, empty can, or other 

container to prevent the medication from leaking or 

breaking out of a garbage bag.

The 2010 budget for 

The Woodlands Township includes funding for 77 

contract personnel to serve The Woodlands in ad-

dition to 5 personnel assigned by MCSO for a total 

of 82 personnel. All personnel are MCSO employ-

ees but are assigned to The Woodlands. 
 

Doris Denio of Windsor Hills presented a paper 

prepared by Paul Martin on the over age 65 and 

disabled exemption at the April Board meeting. 

The over age 65 and disabled tax exemption of 

$25,000 was passed by The Woodlands Township 

Board of Directors at the April meeting by a vote of 

8 to 1 with one Director abstaining. This exemption 

will reduce the taxable value and therefore the taxes 

due on those properties for the next tax year.   
 

I would like to thank everyone who signed the peti-

tion 18 months ago and helped obtain the 1,129 sig-

natures. Many residents were in attendance at the 

April Meeting in support of a yes vote on the ex-

emption. The positive outcome would not have 

been possible without everyoneôs help and support.
