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The Board was pleased to have 

Mr. Craig Doyal, County Com-

missioner Precinct  2,  at the April 

Board Meeting. Craig covered a 

number of issues relating to road 

expansion in and around the area.  

Of primary interest was the ófly-

overô from Interstate 45 onto Hwy 

242, going West.  The good news 

is that preliminary work is in pro-

gress; the bad news is that the 

funding is coming from future 

tolls fees.  Craig tells us that the 

toll fees have not yet been set, and 

they may vary, depending upon 

the time of day. There are no plans 

to widen Hwy 242.  Another issue 

that was voiced from the commu-

nity is the ugly liquid oozing from 

cracks in the streets.  This is a 

problem all over the Woodlands, 

not just in Windsor Hills, and 

there is nothing that can be done 

about it.  Craig was questioned 

about how the electrical boxes on 

the East side of the entrance to 

Windsor Hills could be camou-

flaged. Craig promised to look 

into that issue.  For additional in-

formation or questions to Craig, 

you can go online to his web-site;

The painting of 105 homes for 

2010 is complete.  In early May, 

work on refinishing 98 front doors 

will begin.  Residents in the door 

project have been sent letters and 

will receive a follow up phone call 

from the contractor prior to com-

mencing. 
 

Work continues on placing security 

cameras at the entrance to Windsor 

Hills.  What seemed to be a slam-

dunk project for a number of rea-

sons,  has become very difficult. 

Hopefully, those issues will be final-

ized this month and installation can 

take place in June. 
 

Once again, the issue of transferring 

pathways and common areas to the 

Township was discussed. It was de-

cided that the subject be placed on 

the July ballot for residentsô vote.  

Since there is so much debate over 

the subject and little agreement 

among residents, and even with the 

Board, the decision has been made 

to turn the decision over to residents. 
 

The cost of maintaining irrigation 

systems was also discussed.  Thus 

far this year, primarily because of 

the winter freeze that resulted in 

about $20k in repair cost,  expenses 

will far exceed the forecast for the 

year.

Notes From Your Nerd

Windows XP users: Don't press F1. 

If you're browsing the web today and 

see a notice that you should press the 

F1 key (the traditional button used to 

get "help" in any application), don't do it. Micro-

soft is warning today of a brand new exploit that 

can cause computers running Windows XP and 

using the Internet Explorer web browser to be-

come infected with malware at the push of a but-

ton: Specifically, the F1 button. 
 

The good news is that this exploit isn't extremely 

dangerous because it does require user interaction 

to install itself. Unlike some recent exploits, 

merely visiting an infected website won't cause 

harm to your computer: You actually have to 

"push a button" to be affected. 
 

The bad news is that the F1 button has always 

been seen as harmless, more than simply clicking 

"OK" on the average prompt you might see. When 

dismissed, the prompt can also be coded to pop up 

repeatedly, so getting rid of it might not be sim-

ple. 
 

Microsoft is advising users that until a patch can 

be written and released, users are advised not to 

press the F1 key while web browsing. No matter 

how many pop-ups and alerts a user receives, as 

long as F1 is not pressed, this attack will not suc-

ceed. 
 

Microsoft has not announced a timeline for the 

fix.  Hang tight, but don't ask for "helpò with the 

F1 key.

Looking back over recent years, it is  anticipated 

that these significant cost increases will result in 

increased monthly assessments. Residents were 

reminded that the setting of the irrigation control-

lers is not the responsibility of the HOA.  The 

Board will be investigating how the Associationôs 

involvement in the care of all of  irrigation systems 

can be modified with some responsibility being 

shifted to individual residents 
 

The Woodlands MUD Districts are searching for 

ways to reduce water usage through prudent con-

servation.  Comments continue to be heard about 

the wasteful watering of lawns on the day follow-

ing a rain storm.  Last year during the drought, 

with the focus on water rationing, significant water 

savings were experienced.  Residents are encour-

aged to invest in sensor devices  designed to inter-

face with existing controllers that will prevent  wa-

tering in the days following a rain. There is also 

some thought by MUD that the two-day a week 

watering program should become mandatory. As a 

reminder, deep watering , a couple times a week, 

is much better for plants than watering on a more 

regular basis.
